The traditional owners of Darwin are the Larrakia (saltwater) people. Larrakia country runs
far beyond the municipal boundaries of Darwin, covering the area from the Cox Peninsula
in the west to Adelaide River in the east. The Larrakia people established the first trade
routes in the region, trading with the Tiwi, Wagait and Wulna people as well as with

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understanding they have with the saltwater country.

In 1839, the HMS Beagle with Lt. John Lort Stokes aboard sailed into the waters of what is

now known as Darwin harbour. Stokes named the harbour after his former shipmate British

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the area. However, at first the settlement was named Palmerston after the British prime

minister. It was renamed after Charles Darwin in 1911.

In 1871 gold was discovered near Darwin and as a result the new settlement thrived. In 1872
